DAVE SAYS
Hardening and tempering - what does it mean?

All the steel used in our socketry and
many of our other products has been

‘hardened and tempered’.

Hardening

Steel is treated by intense heat to 880°C to give
it different properties of hardness and softness.
This depends on the amount of carbon present

in the steel. Generally if steel is heated until it
glows red and is quenched in clean water it

becomes very hard but brittle. This is no good
for use in tools which will break or snap under

intense usage. So the steel is ‘tempered’ to give
it toughness for everyday use.

Tempering

The toughness is achieved by reheating the
steel until colours appear on its surface. These

vary from yellow at around 210°C to grey at
about 330°C. When the correct colour is

reached (it depends on the product being made)
the steel is removed and allowed to cool slowly.

This process gives the steel the toughness to
survive in everyday use. Tempering is used to

reduce the hardness of a hardened component
to enable the required toughness to be

achieved. The resulting loss in hardness is
tolerated as hardness and toughness are
integrally linked to each other and it is not

possible to influence either property without
having an effect on the other.
